Or the economy: We started as a British colony,
with a per capita GDP of USD 500. Now, it is
more than USD 80,000.

According to a recent Forbes report, we have
the fifth highest GDP per capita in the world by
PPP (purchasing power parity) terms. Well
ahead of the UK.

Or our media: the Economist refers to our
“docile press”. It obviously prefers a situation
like in the UK, where one person can control
major media outlets, and have politicians pay
court to him, and where media owners can
influence who gets elected, and who becomes
PM. A similar situation in Australia was
described, by a former Australian PM, as a
cancer on democracy.
